Dear colleagues,

we are happy to announce a new edition of 
our course, which is all new with different 
topics and a different faculty.

You are cordially invited to collect 
hands-on experience and to discuss the com-
plex topic of modern airway surgery with inter-
nationally leading experts in the field. The 
combination of wet-lab exercises on fresh- 
frozen specimen, cutting edge lectures and live 
surgery will deepen your understanding and 
improve your decision making in these compa-
ratively rare, but delicate and complex patients. 
The laryngotracheal junction is a delicate and 
unique segment offering some specific charac-
teristics. Being the only part of the airway with 
a closed cartilagineous circumference this area 
is site of predilection for different lesions like 
scarring, chronic and acute inflammation as 
well as granulomatosis with polyangitis in the 
larynx or the still poorly understood idiopathic 
progressive subglottic stenosis. As a conse-
quence this location with it’s obviously diffe-
rent pathophysiology is highly demanding and 
challenging. Therefore, successful treatment 
requires sophisticated and multi-disciplinary 
concepts in diagnostics as well as therapy.

The course is located in Stuttgart, which is a 
modern city offering all kinds of distractions 
and amenities. It is within easy reach by air- 
plane, train and car, accommodation needs to 
be planned well ahead.

This year we will be back at the University 
Departement Tübingen for the wet-lab exer-
cises. The lab offers outstanding possibilities 
for the hands on part and we like to thank our 
colleagues from Tübingen for the excellent 
cooperation!
